                          RECIPE FOR PECAN BARS 

 

CRUST:  1¼ C  flour    1/3  C  sugar   ½ C butter (room 
temp) 

Preheat oven 375 degrees.  Grease 9x12  pan. 

Cream  flour & sugar.  Cut in butter until mixture resem-
bles coarse meal, then press into bottom of pan.   

Bake until golden brown  10-15 minutes. 

Reduce temp to 350 degrees. 

TOPPING:  ½ C  light  brown sugar -  2 eggs -  2 T flour -  

1 tsp  vanilla —1/2 tsp  baking powder – ¼ tsp salt –  

1 ½ C coconut – 1C    pecans 

Whisk first 6 ingredients in large bowl until smooth.  Fold 
in coconut & pecans.  Spread over crust and bake until set 
20-25 minutes. 

Cut into squares while still warm and serve warm or at 
room temp.     Enjoy!
